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PROGRAM OF ITALIAN
LANGUAGE COURSES

Information

Italian language courses are divided into 6 levels:
BEGINNERS (A1) - ELEMENTARY (A2) - INTERMEDIATE
(B1) - UPPER INTERMEDIATE (B2) - ADVANCED (C1) -
POST-ADVANCED (C2).

At the end of each course the student will have the
competency expected by the corresponding level of the
Common European Framework for Languages (A1, A2, B1, B2,
C1, C2).

BEGINNERS COURSE: for absolute beginners.
Program: pronunciation, spelling, first elements of language
structure, reading and dictation, simple conversation, simple
composition, simple video and audio comprehension.

ELEMENTARY COURSE: for advanced beginners.
Program: language structure, reading and dictation, short
compositions, conversation on every-day matters, video and
audio comprehension.

For Standard courses the elementary program also includes
the elements of the BEGINNERS course.

INTERMEDIATE COURSE: for students who

already have some knowledge of the language.
Program: language structure, reading, dictation,
composition, conversation, video and audio comprehension.

UPPER INTERMEDIATE COURSE: for students

who already have a good knowledge of the language.
Program: completion of language structure, elements of
syntax, reading, dictation, composition, conversation,
video and audio comprehension.

ADVANCED COURSE: for students who already
have a very good knowledge of the language.
Program: review of the principal topics of language
structure, systematic study of syntax, reading of newspaper
articles and passages of contemporary lItalian literature,
dictation, composition, video and audio comprehension.

POST-ADVANCED COURSE: for students who have a

near complete knowledge of the language.
Program: review and in-depth study of the main rules of
language structure and syntax, reading of newspaper
articles and passages of contemporary ltalian literature, oral
and written exercises, video and audio comprehension.

CONVERSATION COURSE:

conversation on topics pertaining to current events and
every-day life in Italy.

Before enrolling in language courses, non-beginning students

will be able to take a placement test.

The lessons are conducted in Italian. A one hour lesson lasts

for 50 minutes. No diploma or certificate is required for

admission.

Center of examination for the issuing of P.L.LD.A.
CERTIFICATION.

The PLIDA certificate is officially recognized by the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (n. 1903 of 4 November 1993), by the Ministry of
Labor and Welfare (decree of 18 October 2002), by the Ministry
of Education, University and Research (11 February 2004), and is
issued with the scientific approval of the University “La Sapienza”
of Rome (29 June 2004).

Six levels of ability are provided:

A1-A2-B1-B2-C1-C2.

The tests take place twice a year in two different sessions:

May Session: for which registration for the test is due no later
than 10 April;

November Session: for which registration for the test is due no
later than 10 October.

It is also possible to take an examination for the issuing of the
BUSINESS PLIDA certification (level B1-B2-C1).

The tests take place once a year in June. The registration for the
test is due no later than 10 May.

Upon receipt of the fee, the school administration will send a
registration certificate which will confirm the period of
attendance chosen by the student.

The school administration is
unable either to obtain visas or residence permits (permessi di
soggiorno) for students or to provide help in finding employment
of any kind in Italy.
